Section 1. Section 1302 of Title 23 of the Pennsylvania
Consol i dated Statutes is anmended to read:
§ 1302. Application for license.

(a) GCeneral rule.--No marriage license shall be issued
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except upon witten and verified application nade by both of the

2 parties intending to marry.
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(b) Contents.--The application shall contain the follow ng:
(1) The full nane of the applicants.

(2) The occupation, birthplace, residence and age of the

applicants. An applicant intending to marry who i s a program

partici pant in the Address Confidentiality Program under

Chapter 67 (relating to donestic and sexual violence victim

address confidentiality) may use the substitute address

desi gnated by the Ofice of VictimAdvocate pursuant to

Chapter 67 as the address of their residence.

(3) Wether the marriage contenplated is the first,
second or other marriage of an applicant.

(4) A statenent that neither of the applicants is
afflicted with transm ssi bl e di sease.

(5) The full nane, residence, occupation and birthplace
of the parents of each applicant, including the maiden nane

of the nother of each applicant. An applicant may use the

substitute address designated by the Ofice of Victim

Advocate pursuant to Chapter 67 for a parent's residence if:

(i) the applicant is a programparticipant in the

Address Confidentiality Program under Chapter 67 and the

applicant resides with the applicant's parents; or

(ii) the applicant's parent is a program parti ci pant

in the Address Confidentiality Program under Chapter 67.

(6) Any other facts necessary to determ ne whether a
| egal inpedinment to the proposed marri age exi sts.
Section 2. Title 23 is anended by adding a chapter to read:

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§ 6701. Short title of chapter.

This chapter shall be known and nay be cited as the Donestic
and Sexual Violence VictimAddress Confidentiality Act.
§ 6702. Definitions.

The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this chapter
shall have the neanings given to themin this section unless the
context clearly indicates otherw se:

"Actual address." A residential address, school address or
wor k address of an individual.

"Law enforcenent agency."” A police departnent of a city,
bor ough, incorporated town or township, the Pennsylvania State
Police, district attorneys' offices, and the Ofice of Attorney
General .

"Office of VictimAdvocate." The office established under
section 301 of the act of Novenber 24, 1998 (P.L.882, No.111),

known as the Crine Victinms Act, that is responsible for the
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address confidentiality program pursuant to this chapter.

"Program participant.” A person certified by the Ofice of
Victim Advocate as eligible to participate in the address
confidentiality program established by this chapter.

"Substitute address."” The official address of the Ofice of
Vi cti m Advocate or a confidential address designated by the
O fice of VictimAdvocate.

"Victimof domestic violence.” A person who is a victim as
defined by section 6102 (relating to definitions).

"Victimof sexual assault.” A victimof an offense
enunerated in 18 Pa.C. S. 88 3121 (relating to rape), 4302
(relating to incest), 6312 (relating to sexual abuse of
children), 6318 (relating to unlawful contact with mnor) and
6320 (relating to sexual exploitation of children).

"Victimof stalking.” A victimof an offense enunerated in
18 Pa.C.S. 8 2709.1 (relating to stal king).

8§ 6703. Address Confidentiality Program

(a) Establishnent.--The O fice of VictimAdvocate shal
establish a programto be known as the Address Confidentiality
Program Upon application and certification, persons eligible
under section 6704 (relating to persons eligible to apply) shal
receive a confidential, substitute address provided by the
O fice of VictimAdvocate.

(b) Admnistration.--The Ofice of Victim Advocate shal
forward all first class, registered and certified mail at no
expense to a program participant within three business days. The
O fice of VictimAdvocate may arrange to receive and forward
ot her classes or kinds of mail at the program participant's
expense.

(c) Notice.--Upon certification, the Ofice of Victim

1 Advocate shall provide notice of participation and the program
2 participant's substitute address to appropriate officials

5 (d) Records.--Al records relating to applicants and program
6 participants are the property of the Ofice of Victim Advocate.
7 These records, including program applications, participants'

8 actual addresses and wai ver proceedings, shall be kept

9 confidential and shall not be subject to the provisions of the
10 act of June 21, 1957 (P.L.390, No.212), referred to as the

11 Right-to-Know Law, except that records may be rel eased as

12 specifically set forth in this chapter and to a district

13 attorney to the extent necessary for the prosecution of conduct
14 as set forth in section 6711 (relating to penalties).

16 The foll ow ng persons shall be eligible to apply to becone

17 program participants:

18 (1) A victimof domestic violence who files an affidavit
19 with the Ofice of VictimAdvocate stating the affiant's
20 eligibility for a protection from abuse order and further
21 stating that the affiant fears future violent acts by the
22 per petrator of the abuse.
23 (2) A victimof sexual assault who files an affidavit
24 with the O fice of VictimAdvocate describing the
25 perpetrator's violent actions or threatened violent actions
26 toward the affiant and further stating that the affiant fears
27 future violent acts by the perpetrator of the sexual

29 (3) Avictimof stalking who files an affidavit with the
30 Ofice of VictimAdvocate describing the perpetrator's course
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of conduct or repeated actions toward the affiant neeting the

criteria enunerated in 18 Pa.C. S. § 2709.1 (relating to

stal king) and further stating that the affiant fears future

vi ol ent acts by the perpetrator of the stalking.

(4) A person who is a nenber of the sanme household as a
program partici pant.

(5) A program participant who notifies the Ofice of
Vi cti m Advocate of the participant's intent to continue in
the programprior to the expiration of certification.

8§ 6705. Application and certification process.

(a) GCeneral rule.--A person nust file an application with
the O fice of VictimAdvocate on a formprescribed by the Ofice
of Victim Advocate. The O fice of VictimAdvocate shall certify
eligible applicants as program participants in accordance wth
the procedures outlined in subsection (b). Certification shal
be valid for a period of three years follow ng the date of
certification unless the certification is wthdrawn or cancel ed
before the expiration of that period.

(b) Requirenments for certification.--The Ofice of Victim
Advocate shall certify an applicant as a program participant if:

(1) The applicant neets the eligibility requirenents
under section 6704 (relating to persons eligible to apply).

(2) The applicant designates the Ofice of Victim
Advocate as an agent for the purpose of receiving service of
process.

(3) The application contains the applicant's actual
address and tel ephone nunber where the applicant can be
cont act ed.

(4) The application contains a list of all pending civil

and crimnal proceedings, in which the applicant is a victim

(5) The application contains a statenment signed by the
applicant affirmng that the information provided by the
applicant is true to the best of the applicant’'s information,
know edge and bel i ef.

(6) The application contains a statenment signed by the
appl i cant acknow edgi ng that the applicant has a conti nuing
duty to notify the O fice of VictimAdvocate of any change in
the information provided to the Ofice of Victim Advocate in
accordance with this chapter. The duty shall remain in effect
for the duration of participation in the program

(7) The application contains the date, the applicant's
signature and the signature of any person who assisted in the

preparati on of the application.

8 6706. Cancellation, expiration and voluntary w t hdrawal .

(a) Cancellation.--The Ofice of Victim Advocate shal

cancel the certification of a program participant if:

(1) the programparticipant willingly provided false
i nformati on on any portion of the application;

(2) the programparticipant failed to notify the Ofice
of Victim Advocate within five days of a nane change or an
addr ess change; or

(3) the programparticipant's mail is returned to the
Ofice of VictimAdvocate as nondeliverabl e.

(b) Expiration.--Certification as a program parti ci pant

shall expire three years fromthe date on which an applicant was

certified as a program participant. The Ofice of Victim

State and | ocal governnment agencies shall accept the
substitute address designated on a valid program participation
card issued to the program participant by the Ofice of Victim
Advocate as the program partici pant's address, except as
fol | ows:

(1) when the State or |ocal governnent agency has been
granted a wai ver pursuant to section 6709 (relating to waiver
process); or

(2) when the program participant is any of the
fol | ow ng:

(1) a released offender conplying with State or
county probation or parole requirenents; or

(2) A statenent, with explanation, setting forth the
reason or reasons that the agency needs the program
participant's actual address and a statenent that the agency
cannot neet its statutory or adm nistrative obligations
wi t hout disclosure of the program participant's actual
addr ess.

(3) A particular statenment of facts show ng that other

nmet hods to | ocate the program participant or the program

(1) Except as provided in paragraph (3), the Ofice of
Vi cti m Advocate shall provide the program participant with
notice of a request for waiver received pursuant to
subsection (a) and to the extent possible, the program
partici pant shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard
regardi ng the request.

(2) Except as provided in paragraph (3), the Ofice of
Vi cti m Advocate shall provide the program participant with
witten notification whenever a wai ver has been granted or
deni ed pursuant to this section.

(3) No notice or opportunity to be heard shall be given
to the program partici pant when the request for disclosure is
made by a State or |ocal |aw enforcenent agency conducting a
crimnal investigation involving alleged crimnal conduct by
t he program partici pant or when providing notice to the
program partici pant woul d j eopardi ze an ongoi ng crin nal
investigation or the safety of |aw enforcenent personnel.

(c) Review of request for waiver.--The Ofice of Victim
Advocat e shall pronptly conduct a review of all requests
recei ved pursuant to this section. In conducting a review, the
Ofice of VictimAdvocate shall consider all information
recei ved pursuant to subsections (a) and (b) and any ot her

appropriate information that the Ofice of VictimAdvocate may

(1) limt the use of the program participant's actual
address to the purposes set forth in the waiver;

(2) limt the access to the program participant's actual
address to the persons or classes of persons set forth in the
wai ver ;

(3) cease to use and di spose of the program
participant's actual address upon the expiration of the
wai ver; and

(4) except as otherwise set forth in the waiver,
mai ntain the confidentiality of a program participant's
actual address.

(g) Denial of request for waiver.--Upon denial of a State or
| ocal governnment agency's request for waiver, the Ofice of
Vi cti m Advocate shall provide pronpt witten notification to the
agency stating that the agency's request has been deni ed and
setting forth the specific reasons for the denial.

(h) Filing of exceptions.--A State or |ocal governnent
agency may file witten exceptions with the Ofice of Victim
Advocate no nore than 15 days after witten notification is
provi ded pursuant to subsection (g). The exceptions shal
restate the information contained in the request for waiver,
state the grounds upon which the agency asserts that the request
for wai ver should be granted and specifically respond to the
Ofice of VictimAdvocate's specific reasons for denial.

(i) Review of exceptions and determ nation.--Unless the

(j) Agency appeal of final determ nation.--Wthin 30 days
after notification that the Ofice of Victim Advocate has nade a
final determnation affirmng the denial of a State or |ocal
government agency's request for waiver, an agency may file a
petition for review or any such other docunent as permtted or
required by general court rules. The Ofice of Victim Advocate
shall be given notice of any action commenced in accordance with
this subsection or general rule and shall be afforded an
opportunity to respond as permtted or required by general court
rul es.

(b) Request for energency disclosure.--A governnment agency
may request that the O fice of VictimAdvocate disclose a
program participant's actual address through the system
establ i shed pursuant to subsection (a). The Ofice of Victim
Advocat e shall disclose a program participant's actual address
if the disclosure:

(1) wll prevent physical harmto a program partici pant
or to a programparticipant's famly nmenber; or

(2) is made to a | aw enforcenent agency for |aw
enf orcenment purposes and the circunstances warrant i mredi ate
di scl osure.
